


Located in the northern Leeward Islands of the Caribbean, St. Kitts 
offers a diverse tourism product developed from the destination’s natu-
ral beauty, cultural heritage and rich history. Originally populated by 
native Carib Indians, the island was colonized by the British in 1623 and 
now offers visitors a wide variety of vacation activities including hiking 
through the tropical rainforest, riding the scenic railway that connects 
the island’s sugar plantations, touring Brimstone Hill fortress, the only 
man-made UNESCO World Heritage Site in the Eastern Caribbean, 
and the more traditional vacation pastimes such as watersports, golf, 
shopping, tennis, gourmet dining, gaming at St. Kitts’ only casino or 
simply relaxing on one of the island’s black or golden sand beaches.
